Consider II Chronicles 29:1-10 and II Chronicles 32:22-31
This study has focused on the good Kings.  A good king is a person who did things the right way towards God.  The other Kings did not obey God.  Among the best of the good Kings, in my humble opinion, are King David, King Solomon, and King Hezekiah.  
They shared a passion for God that led them to accomplish great things in their tenure.  Legendary things like building up, storing up, and implementing strategies and worship protocols.  But most of all, when they were at their best, they led by example.  
Obviously, God was with them.  Obviously, they were praying leaders.  Obviously, knew how to recognize the leading of the Lord and allow that leading to be a guide in their decisioning processes as leaders.  
Let’s take a moment and trace their accomplishments to the point of inspiration, the heart.  
For the sake of this discussion, I would like to consider the terms “heart,” “soul,” and ‘mind” as being synonymous for the inner man.  It seems clear that there are some things that God deposits into certain people for a specific task.  He places them “in” the heart, or “on” our hearts.  But the source of the inspiration is all Him.  
In this lesson, I would like to discuss Ten Things Everyone Should Know About Our Spiritual Hearts.  
Ten Lessons about God and the Heart
Let’s backtrack just a bit and learn King Hezekiah’s key to success.  It was his heart!  Consider           II Chronicles 29:10.
It is clear that the things that King Hezekiah did came from his heart.  His motivation was unusual because it was inspired.  Not just inspired, but divinely inspired!  It is worth noting that God places some ideas in our hearts.  And then He enables us to achieve those divinely inspired goals.  
Just as he inspired David to move the Tabernacle, build a temple, prepare for the temple.  Just as he inspired Solomon to build the temple with excellence and provision.  He also inspired King Hezekiah to accomplish his tasks.  
1. Psalm 37:4 God specializes in inspiring us with ideas.  Some of the best plans, (tactics, strategies, concepts, moves) are given to us by God.    

2. I Chronicles 17:2 - His inspired insights can be confirmed through His Word and other divinely orchestrated sources.  It is always important to wait for, or look for “confirmation.”  Confirmation is when God uses an external source to collaborate what He secretly inspired in our hearts to do.  

3. I Chronicles 22:17-19  - The things God places in our hearts to accomplish require an undivided devotion.  They are our life’s work.



4. I Chronicles 28:1-8 - We may need to encourage future generations to finish what a previous generation began.  What is in our hearts to do may be the beginning, God will raise another generation to continue and/or complete our assignments.  He will place the same thing in the hearts of others around or after us.

5. I Chronicles 28:9-10 – We may have the opportunity to charge others to continue or complete our assignments.  Succession planning at its best is when those already inspired impart instructions into the hearts of the newly inspired.   Imparting is very important to God.

6. II Chronicles 29:10 – God will inspire hearts to be revived and lead revival.  Not all of God's inspiration is personal, but corporate.  We are inspired to call those around us to God.  
 
7. II Chronicles 30:12 – God uses the hearts of His people to create unity.  He creates common causes and knits people together.  

8. II Chronicles 30:17-19 – We have to look at the heart of people that are willing to live for God.  When we see hearts that are willing to do things for God, we should pray for them earnestly.   (Also Consider I Samuel 16:7)

9. II Chronicles 31:21 – The most successful people are people who seek God and His directions.

10. II Chronicles 32:31 - We should never solely trust in our hearts.  Our hearts, aside from those divine inspirations, can be dangerous guides.  To properly consider the final point, we need to consider a few important passages.
